
South Bay F.O.R.
Standardized Uniforms Guidelines
1. All F.O.R. teams must be in compliance with the current South Bay F.O.R. standardized uniforms.  
2. Current high school age teams (grades 9th through 12th) have the option of ordering only the jersey.  All other grade level teams must initially order and wear complete uniform sets.
3. Teams may not alter the uniforms in any way (i.e. adding Hawaiian print or any other material to the side panels or to the bottom of the shorts).
4. The current F.O.R. logo must be on all new uniforms ordered and should be located on the upper lefthand area above the chest of both color jerseys.  The size of the logo should be 2.5 inches wide (measured from the left side of the “F” across to the right side of the period after the “R”).  If your team’s current uniforms do not have an “F.O.R.” on it, the new logo needs to be put on (screened or embroidered) at the team’s cost.
5. Teams may have the F.O.R. logo embroidered at their own expense but it must be placed in the same spot as the screened logo.  In addition, they can also have their team name, player name, player number and logo embroidered at their own expense.  
6. The team name on the jersey must be a solid color of either royal blue, white, gray or black.  It can be outlined in any color except yellow/gold (Sabers/Saberettes colors).  The team logo can be whatever color(s) the team chooses.
7. Player numbers must be solid royal blue (on the white jersey) and solid white (on the royal blue jersey) with no outlines or shadowing allowed.  Player numbers can be single-digit numbers (0 to 9) or two-digit numbers using only 0 to 5.
